	The intent of our Geography Curriculum at Longford Park:

Our high-quality geography education at Longford Park School aims to inspire in pupils a curiosity and fascination about the world and its people that will remain with them for the rest of their lives.

· At Longford Park the curriculum is designed to recognise children’s existing knowledge.
· Within Geography, we aim to inspire the pupil’s curiosity and fascination about the world and its people.
· Our bespoke curriculum offers pupils the opportunity to learn about diverse places, people, resources, natural and human environments, and the Earths key physical and human processes, the formation and use of landscapes and environments.
· Evidence will be recorded in pupils’ individual workbooks to demonstrate the learning of three geography-based topics (one per term), with weekly lessons evidenced.
· All lessons will have a geography attainment target as the focus, making cross-curricular links where necessary to enhance the outcome.
· Pupils will evidence their previous learning at the start of the topic through drawing pictures and labelling.
· The evidence recorded will be purposeful and demonstrate learning over time as well as a progression of skills.
· Through carefully considered and personalised first-hand learning experiences, we will allow the children to develop interpersonal skills, build resilience and become creative, critical thinkers.
· Evidence will show a variety of geographical skills being used to collect, analyse and collect a range of data gathered through experiences of fieldwork, maps, diagrams, globes, aerial photographs, geographical information systems, numeral and quantitative skills and writing at length (teachers must make fair access for pupil’s working below age-related ability in writing and other areas that may hamper the child’s demonstration of Geography skills).
· Lessons will offer opportunities for pupils to develop their social skills, their ability to communicate and work cooperatively with their peers.
· Geography will be assessed and monitored to keep a record of skills and progression over time.
· There will be little use of worksheets with a more personalised approach and creativity used to create the pupil’s workbooks, which is pupil driven.


The aims for implementation of our curriculum for geography at Longford Park School:

· Geography books reflect the ability range within the class-pupils may be working on different National Curriculum objectives. Inclusion and pupil voice are paramount.

· Resources will be used to aid pupils, who may prefer a visual, auditory or kinaesthetic approach to their learning.

· Books evidence a minimum of one lesson per week. 

· Ongoing monitoring and assessment will help teachers to make decisions about next steps for pupils. 

· Questions will always be encouraged. Opportunities will be given for pupils to find their own answers using a range of sources. 

· Following the marking policy, the level of support given will be clearly indicated.

· Each term, teachers will pass on their whole class set of books for scrutiny by the Humanities subject lead.  

· Pupils will be encouraged to work independently.

· Tasks will build on prior learning. A clear learning journey will be evidenced within pupils’ books. 

· All learning will be purposeful. 

· Pupil talk relating to learning will be encouraged. This will be modelled to less confident pupils. 

· Adults will be engaged with pupils. This may be to help with academic learning or to aid pupils who are dysregulated. 

· Lessons will incorporate life skills that pupils need to use in their wider experiences. 

· A clear plan will be set in advance by the teacher, but this will be adapted to consider the needs and views of the pupils. 

· Pupils who are ready to learn will be focused, engaged and enthusiastic.

· Mistakes will be encouraged within a ‘growth mind-set’. Adults will encourage risk taking and support pupils to find their own answers.

· All photographs will be accompanied by a written explanation by pupils. This will be completed independently by more able pupils. Less able pupils will have their thoughts scribed by an adult and the pupil will then copy this into their book dependent on Key Stage and writing ability of the pupil.

· Unless working in a group to complete an activity, only photographs of the pupil should be recorded in that child’s workbook.

· Children’s workbooks will demonstrate uniqueness and creativity to achieve the lesson objective. There will be limited use of worksheets.




	Year Reception

Children in Reception will begin to use their skills of enquiry through developing curiosity and a fascination about the world, and the people, animals and landscapes that we find within it. They will particularly begin to visit their local area and learn about the features that they can see developing appropriate geographical vocabulary to explain what they observe to answer the question: what is this place like?
	
During the Early Years Foundation Stage children will develop their geographical understanding throughout the year as part of story-based projects. A large emphasis is placed upon developing children’s vocabulary through texts and first-hand experiences. Regular opportunities for outdoor learning will provide opportunities to develop children’s understanding of the changing seasons and different weather conditions. During the autumn term children will begin their geographical learning journey by exploring the geography of our own school and grounds, before progressing onto exploring the local area during the Spring term. Once children have a secure geographical understanding of the area in which they live, they will begin to explore contrasting environments from around the world during the Summer term. In addition, children will participate in theme days exploring different cultural festivals from around the world. They will be able to use a range of sources to support their enquiries including use of a variety of texts, fieldwork visits, small world provision and maps in relation to both core stories and the children’s own interests. The development of these enquiry skills will prepare children for learning about different places and geographical processes as they progress onto the National Curriculum in Year 1.
