Expectations
It is up to the class teacher as to whether the art commitment is taught as a termly art focussed week or scattered as separate lessons throughout the term; however there must be evidence of a sequence in each pupil’s sketchbook:
· Research/observation (eg. artist study, annotated photos of existing pieces)
·  Generating ideas (eg. collages, mindmaps, annotations, sketches)
· Practicing of skills (experimentation, small samples, photos of larger experiments)
· Creation of the final outcome (photographs of the final piece)
· Evaluation (eg. written sentences, annotations, verbal (recorded with QR code or similar to evidence), self and peer)

Work does not need to be marked each lesson, Peer/self-evaluation and verbal feedback throughout each lesson should be used instead. 

Progression of skills document should be stuck on the inside cover of each child’s sketchbook. At the end of each topic, teachers should highlight the skills achieved by the child – please use the same colour highlighter for the whole year so that progression as they move up through the school can be seen. 

Sketchbooks
Every child has a sketchbook, which are kept close to hand during every art lesson. The sketchbook does not follow the school's presentation or marking policy. The sketchbook belongs to the child; It's not just a book - but is a space where children can freely express, create, develop and learn, with some guidance from the teacher. The sketchbook should be at the centre of their creativity therefore they may look quite different to each other. 

Sketchbooks will travel with the child through the school to show progress over time. You do not need to start a new page for each lesson, instead, pages should look filled with photos of existing pieces, annotations/printed info, sketches, small paintings/prints, small experiments with other materials,  photos of larger experiments, photos of final pieces, evaluations.
