	LITERACY
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	We will start the term by continuing our work on the book ‘King of The Sky’.  We have been reading books with similar themes and have been learning all about birds.

We will then be using the book ‘How does It Work?’ by Katie Daynes to help us write instructions and explanations.  We will build on our previous work on conjunctions then we will look at adverbs to order and specify.

We will write instructions for robots and an instruction leaflet on a specialist subject.

	MATHS
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Some children will be finishing off their work on capacity before moving back to extend their knowledge and understanding of fractions.  This will involve adding and subtracting fractions and finding fractions of an amount.

We will then do some work on money and will practise pounds and pence, adding and subtracting money and finding change.

Other children will be continuing their work on tenths and hundredths.  They will then apply this learning to money and will learn to estimate, compare and calculate with money.  Finally, we will move onto time where we will be using both the 12 and 24 hour clock.
