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Pupils should be taught to:
All year groups
Listen to and explore a range of high quality live and recorded music ensuring each year group encompasses music drawn from different traditions and cultures and from great composers and musicians. 
Ongoing skills – year 1 and 2
Sing simple songs from memory with enjoyment, some expression and a sense of the shape of the melody; use voices confidently in a variety of ways; listen carefully and recall short rhythmic and melodic patterns; show physical control when playing musical instruments and responding to music. In year 2, children begin to play the recorder, learning how to hold and blow the instrument and introducing notes B, A, G and their representation in musical notation. 
Ongoing skills – year 3 and 4
Sing simple songs from memory with accuracy of pitch, in a group or alone; understand the importance of articulating the words to communicate the song to an audience; listen carefully, with attention to detail; demonstrate increasing aural memory and physical control. In year 3 and 4, children consolidate learning the notes B, A, G on the recorder and following this musical notation, they extend their knowledge to learn the notes E and D. 
Ongoing skill – year 5 and 6
Sing confidently in tune with awareness of breathing, diction, dynamics, phrasing, pitch control; identify where to place emphasis and accents in a song to create the intended effects; perform songs from memory with confidence and with an understanding of the meaning of the impact of the words. Children consolidate the previous notes learnt on the recorder and begin to learn high and low C and D.

Recognise how musical elements can be used together to compose descriptive music; combine sounds with movement and narrative within graphic notation.

Exploring rhythm and pulse 

Create rhythmic patterns with an awareness of timbre and duration; perform these confidently with a strong sense of pulse within simple cyclic patterns.
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
