Morning routine updates:
· After feedback from parents/carers and staff regarding the morning drop-off routine, the following changes have been made:
· Only children who arrive with parents/carers will enter the playground before 9am, all others will remain on their transport.
· Transport escorts have attended training with Miss Fernandez and Mr Higgs, there will now be a pass over of key information each morning from each bus. 
· Each bus will unload one at a time to stagger pupil entry into school and reduce pupil numbers in the corridors. 
· All parents/carers at the meeting agreed this had so far created a much smoother start to the day in the mornings and appreciated the change. 

Parental involvement:
· A poster to encourage more parents/carers to get involved was created at the previous parental support network by a parent/carer who was unable to attend today. School will contact the parent/carer directly to obtain a copy and distribute around school. 
· The idea of hosting a family event on a Saturday was shared. 
· It was suggested that it be a celebration for the school leavers this year.
· All parent/carers at the meeting were very positive and enthusiastic about attending. One parent/carer suggested various activities and contacts. 
· Miss Wilson will create a letter to gauge how much interest there is from other parent/carers before starting to make plans with the staff team. 
· One parent/carer asked if there could be a photographer at the event – school will look into the possibility of this, considering photo permissions.

Academy update:
· News that Longford Park School will officially be becoming an academy and joining the Sovereign Trust in September was shared with parents/carers. A letter will be sent to all parents/carers across school in the near future. 
· Information about the Sovereign Trust was shared, including which other SEN schools are already in the trust. 
· It was shared that the day-to-day running of the school will remain the same however the higher levels of leadership and the Governing body will change.
