· If there are still concerns or regular issues, it will be arranged for pupils to stay on their transport until they are called into school vehicle-by-vehicle in order to reduce the number of pupils in the playground at any one time. 
· All parents/carers agreed that this would be a good idea for safety, although would be a shame for the pupils to miss out on the social time with their peers.
