[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes from parent partnership meeting:    Wednesday    23-5-18      9am

Present:    2 Staff members & 8 parents/carers.

Updates:

· Family activity afternoons were “brilliant” and gave opportunity to chat with other parent/carers and get to know others from around the school. Overall very positive feedback.
· The parent/carer get-togethers are working effectively for support or sharing of ideas and are usually well attended. It has been requested that these continue in the mornings with parent/carers continuing to take ownership of the organisation. The next one is to be on 27th June – all are welcome. 
· It was asked if letters could be emailed out as well as being sent home as some parents/carers are not receiving letters again. This will be investigated and addressed at the next meeting.
· It was also asked if dates for events/charity days etc could be sent out a term in advance. It was explained that this could reduce the accuracy of dates as we have to be quite flexible as a school and sometimes dates need to change. By sending out a calendar list at the start of each term we can be more sure that the dates stated will remain the same. In previous years, most parent/carers seemed to prefer this method. 

Events:

· Future planned events were shared with parents/carers:
· 27/6/18: Sleep Clinic.
· Difficulties with sleep and bedtime are a common issue brought up during annual review meetings so we are holding a workshop open to all parents with an expert who will hold a question & answer style session.
· One parent/carer had attended the sleep clinic previously and recommended how useful the session was.
· It was shared that we plan to host a similar style workshop each term next academic year.
· Autumn term = Behaviour support with Mr Taylor.
· Spring term = ADHD with the educational psychologist.
· Summer term = Autism with the educational psychologist. 
· Parents/carers were asked if they would like anything else to be covered. Overall everyone was pleased with the additional support offered.
· Some parents/carers asked about the possibility of having a parent/carer picnic in the park with their children during the summer term. This will be discussed with all staff. 
· Parents/carers also asked about the possibility of a school fair or social night to raise additional funds for the school. It was explained that these events have taken previously but started to become poorly attended and cost the school money rather than raise money. It is possible that these events could be tried again as parental involvement in school has increased in recent years. 
· Some parents/carers discussed the possibility of finding local sponsors for such events or opening them up to the local community as well as parents/carers of the school. 




Any other business:
· To aid with communication, one parent/carer suggested creating a Whatsapp or facebook group. This had mixed reviews with the advantages of social networks appealing to more parent/carers alongside the concerns of children’s safety and privacy. 
· It has been decided that school will not be using Whatsapp or facebook for the time being.

· It was suggested that a whiteboard was put out by the door a few days prior to a parent/carer event to remind parents/carers – we will now try this for future events & workshops. 

· The possibility of class representatives were also introduced with many people interested. This idea will be revisited in September.
