Minutes from parent partnership meeting:    Wednesday    6-12-17      9am

Present:    3 Staff members & 3 parents/carers.

Feedback from Ann Whitehead meeting:

· Parents/carers were reminded that the last meeting was with Ann Whitehead and feedback from the meeting was shared.

· There were many positives including that majority of children are happy and parents felt relieved once their child has started at the school – even if a little apprehensive at first. When asked if anything could be improved, one suggestion was for parents/carers to be invited into school to support on special occasions such as Diwali. 

· Following on from some feedback about academic terminology being difficult for parents/carers to understand exactly where their child is at -  a parent/carer asked if specific information about a child’s academic struggles could be included in the daily points sheets. For example “Struggled with halves today but tried hard,” as this would enable the parents/carers to support at home throughout the week. 

· The full minutes from the last meeting can be found on the school website. 

Transition:

· Janet Osgurthorpe informed parents/carers of the work she has been doing to improve transition recently. This included:
· Working with highschools to find out what can help pupils from LPS to settle at the start of year 7.
· Working on the EHC plans for all year 6s who require one earlier than previous year. 
· Making plans for a ‘moving up’ day in the summer term to support transition between classes within school. 

· When parents/carers were asked what they thought would help the initial transition from mainstream to LPS, they all agreed that they had positive experiences of the transition to LPS. It was felt that the process needs to be carefully planned around what would work best for the individual child (eg, some children would benefit from many transition visits in advance whereas that may cause extra anxiety for others who would benefit from starting full time straight away). 

· There was a suggestion for a video virtual tour of the school to be uploaded onto the school website so that prospective parents/carers can view in advance at home. This will now be investigated. 

· The website was heavily praised for helping pupils and parents/carers to get an idea of what the school is like before visiting. It was mentioned how well the school was portrayed with information and photographs. 
· It was brought to our attention that the lunch menus need updating which will be looked into. 








Events:
· The meet the teacher events this term were praised with parents/carers enjoying the opportunity to meet class teams and pupils. 

· When asked about communication, parents/carers were pleased with the process now:
· Letter sent at the start of term with all event dates.
· Letter for each individual event sent out a week or so in advance.
· A text sent out the day before to remind. 

· Parents/carers were informed of ideas for events next term including a reading & a maths workshop.

· Parents/carers asked for opportunities to meet and socialise with other parent/carers. A tea party style event was suggested and a provisional date for the summer term was discussed.

· It was decided that next term we will hold an activity afternoon for parents/carers to join their children for activities such as music, outdoor learning, cooking, computing etc. Planning for this will begin and letters will be sent out early next term. 
· Some parents/carers offered to help with the planning and organisation of this event. 

Increasing the parent partnership team:

· Parents/carers were asked to ‘spread the word’ about our half termly meetings.

· They all agreed that 9am is the most suitable time.

· 2 parent/carers also offered to have their names and contact numbers displayed on the notice boards outside school so that other parent/carers can contact them to discuss ideas if they can’t make the meetings.
