Introductions by JO and purpose of meeting to gather parent’s opinions. She then left.
1. What do we think is good about the school?
·  Child is now spending time in class. Teachers have a good dynamic with pupils
· Previous visit to a school in Manchester felt like a secure unit LPS feels like a school
· Caring staff. I am happy as a mother
· It is great as a parent -peace of mind. Teachers focus on positive- I am not phoned all the time.
It is a partnership between teachers and parents- your opinions are valued.
My child loves coming to school. I was very apprehensive at first which was a good thing but it is a positive experience for all. I don’t feel like a pest. I feel supported as a whole.
·  When my child came to LPS it was a relief. He likes coming to school.
Communication with school helps, being heard by school it gives faith for parents and pupils that they are both being listened to.
There are strong boundaries, and a good ethos in school.
· AW asked if there was a crossover of behaviour strategies between home and school. HB said there was support usually on an individual basis.


2. Name one thing we could do better
· The induction helped
· Mum-talked about their child noting differences in skin colour. Suggested parental involvement in school to support work on different celebrations eg Divali
· There are not the same opportunities to meet other parents due to transport.
Give notice of activities and think about timings.
Pupil of the week – could parents be informed so they may attend assembly
Holiday clubs and after school clubs
Mr Lowe to send out info about holiday clubs
· Introduction to school the first day routine was not so welcoming. No explanation of what to do when parent dropping off child


3. Is school easy to approach?
All positive. A parent mentioned an issue which was dealt with by Mr Taylor and although difficult there was no strain in the relationship.

4. Are parents aware and do they understand the attainment and achievement of their child?
· It can be confusing both in main stream and LPS. It is difficult to work out the average. All of it is progress. The school deals with the emotional age and he stays in class. He will sit at the table and do his homework.
· Feedback is good. School is trying to achieve the best they can. 
There are differences in levels from one year teacher to the next. Unsure what levels mean but aware of my child being “behind” main stream peers. It may be more apparent when he moves to high school
We trust the school to develop the children. I am happy he is settled.
· Makes it easier as my child seems to have a better school day.
· One parent reassured another that whereas at previous school it had been negative and chaotic now at LPS it gets better each year.
· Not getting phone calls to collect him and he does not hurt anyone now. He has changed a lot, he talks about school. He has progressed very much.
