Transition

- After discussions with Mrs Osguthorpe, who is responsible for transition, school has created a clear month-by-month sequence to support parents/carers during the secondary transition process.

- This was shared with everyone at the meeting.


- Overall feedback was positive with parents/carers saying it would be very helpful to them.

- One parent/carer suggested moving the start of the transition process to year 4 rather than year 5 as she felt that would have helped her. It was explained that there may be some more individual circumstances  at times but that the guidance would act as a general basis to support the majority of our parents/carers.

- A year 6 parent helpfully suggested that parents/carers look at the Trafford website for the 'Local Offer' which would show what provision for SEND all the local secondary schools could offer. 

- It was asked if school could send out a list of all the open days for all local secondary schools to all year 5 pupils. However some parents/carers felt that this was not necessary due to the vast amount of mainstream and special provision schools in the area and that open day dates can be easily found on school websites or by phoning up schools which interest them. 
Reading

- Parents/carers love that they now have access to physical and online books. The varied preference was evident again with approximately half favouring the books and half favouring the online versions. 

Workshops

- Mrs Nealon's maths workshop recently had to be cancelled due to lack of responses. Parents/carers highlighted that there had been a mistake with the letters for this event as there was no exact time indicated. Apologies were made for this and it has been agreed to rearrange the workshop for the Autumn term.

- Requests for future workshops include both reading and writing. Most parents/carers were more interested in strategies of how to encourage their children to read and write at home as opposed to the 'how to do it' style of workshop. Many shared their frustrations of trying to get their children to complete homework and would appreciate some support in how to address this at home. 
- Again it was asked that parents/carers get as much notice as possible for any events, including exact dates & times, with follow up texts closer to the time. 



- A few parents/carers stated how good the communication is here in comparison to their previous experiences both from LPS and other settings.

Parent Governors

- A parent/carer asked for the opportunity to meet the parent governors. One of our parent governors was present at this meeting with another being represented. It was suggested that their names could be included on the school website to inform all parents/carers who they are. 
- Opportunities for a meet-and-greet style event will be investigated. Parents/carers suggested that an evening would be the best time.

Parking outside school

 - All present at the meeting were concerned about the safety of our pupils during drop-off and collection time outside of school. It was brought to our attention how inconsiderate and risky some of the parking outside of school at these times can be.

- School has looked into this previously and requested various safety features - a new speed awareness device has been installed further down Cromwell road to try and reduce how many cars speed up and down the road as a shortcut. 
- Alongside sending out letters and text reminders, school will also have more of a presence outside of the school gates in the mornings to help address any inconsiderate parking. It was suggested that considerate and safe parking be included in our home-school agreement which is signed by parents/carers when a child first joins the school.

- The power of parent voice was also discussed with some parents/carer keen to produce a petition for additional safety features to be put onto the road outside of school and sent out to local MPs and other relevant agencies. 

- It was also asked if the bushes outside of school could be trimmed down to allow for more pavement space. 

Upcoming changes

- We reminded parents/carers about the upcoming changes to our school & invited them to the final assembly of our launch week (first week back after the summer holidays). All parents/carers were excited about this and appreciated the advance notice. They have asked for a letter with exact details to be sent out before the children break up for the summer holidays. 
-One parent/carer asked whether the uniform would be changing and if they would need to buy a new set. We have said we will find a definite answer and let them know as soon as possible. 
We thank all parents/carers for their support with parent partnership and improving our school community over the past year.

Our next meeting will be in the Autumn term. 

An exact date will be decided nearer the time and letters will be sent out to invite all existing and new parents/carers.
