Minutes from parent partnership meeting:    Wednesday    29-3-17    9am

Present:    2 Staff members & 8 parents/carers.

Communication:

· The new signage around school was praised by a few parents/carers.
· Parents/carers were positive about the notice boards outside of school again. They were also pleased that letters and text reminders have been sent for recent events including the meeting this morning. 
· One parent/carer asked if letters for parent events could be sent a littler earlier so that they could book time off work if necessary.
· Parents/carers asked whether individuals would be able to choose who text messages are sent to as some families do not need 2 messages whereas other families do. This also raised the question of whether child-minders could receive text messages from school. 
· Parents/carers were reminded that that the minutes from these meetings are posted on the school website under parents – parent partnership – minutes of the meeting.

Reading update:

· School has recently invested a large sum of money into purchasing a full reading scheme of physical books to run alongside the online Bug Club scheme. A Home-reading agreement will be shared with parents/carers after the Easter break. It was discussed how damaged or lost books would have to be paid for to which all parents/carers agreed was fair. 
	
Lunchtimes:
· The menus are now displayed in notice boards and on the school website to encourage pupils to discuss their dinner choices with their parent/carer which was appreciated.
· School are still looking into the organisation of being able to host a parent/carer lunch one day whereby parents/carers are invited in to eat lunch with their child. 

Transition to secondary school:

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Parents/carers liked the idea of creating a flowchart clearly explaining the process for transition with clear deadlines. An information night for the parents/carers of year 5 pupils about the transition process will also be organised where the process can be explained, questions answered and information about local school's open evenings can be shared. 
· One parent/carer shared her experiences of the transition process including the creation of an EHC plan and shared how independent services are available in the area which can support parents/carers. 

Other news:
· We had the best ever attendance (62%) from parents/carers at parent's evening on Monday.
· In light of recent news & media coverage, parents/carers were reminded of the zero tolerance of racism in school. Parents/carers agreed and stated that they would value some additional PSHE work with the children at the moment, ensuring children have a sense of self value and worth so that they can become more resilient to any negativity currently in the world around them.
· It was requested that the school host a reading workshop for parents/carers and hold regular maths workshops to support parents/carers to learn the calculation methods covered in school meaning they will be able to help their child with homework more effectively.
· Several parents/carers stated how much Longford Park has supported their child with some year 6 leavers' parent/carers stating they will be devastated to leave the school. All agreed that the amount of help and support is brilliant and sometimes taken for granted.
