Minutes from parent partnership meeting:    Wednesday    1-2-17    9am

Present:    2 Staff members & 5 parents/carers.

Home/school communication:

· There was positivity surrounding the new notice boards outside the front and back doors of school. Parents/carers agreed that the majority of information, of which there is a great deal, is sent home.

· Letters were sent out early during the previous week and a reminder text was sent on the morning however there was some confusion over the meeting time. Some parents/carers stated that they did not get the letters whereas others did. It was decided that the last minute text was useful as a final reminder but there should also be other text messages a day or two beforehand and notices should also be placed in both noticeboards outside of school. 

· A parent/carer suggested stapling all letters to points sheets which some classes already do and the possibility of texting parents to look out for important letters.

Active Learn/Bug Club reading homework:

· After the initial positive response to our online reading homework scheme, it’s become apparent that the novelty has started to wear off for some children. All parents/carers at the meeting agreed that children were not engaged to read on the screen for various reasons. Mostly linked to the accessibility of a physical book in comparison to the accessibility of a digital device and logging on etc is more time consuming. One parent/carer made a good point about screen time and that their homework is now contributing towards that. 

· A  written parent comment did praise the Bug Club site saying their child is really motivated to complete books. 

· It seems different learning styles and pupils benefit from different strategies. This will be brought up with the senior management team when discussing whether to continue with the Bug Club scheme with feedback to parents/carers at the next meeting. 
	
Lunchtimes:
· Overall parents/carers were very positive about the organisation of lunchtimes.
· All parent/carers agreed that there were plenty of food choices available throughout the day including toast and fruit.
· It was requested that the lunch menus are put onto the school website and into the notice boards so that parents/carers can see what is available for their child. Rebecca Wilson will contact the school cook and arrange for this to happen.
· It was also requested that packed lunch pupils are encouraged to eat the healthy items first however it was agreed that if the child is in emotional distress, it’s better for them to eat something rather than nothing at all. All uneaten food is sent home (rather than binned) to ensure parents/carers are aware. 

Transition to secondary school:

A parent/carer brought up an issue with the forms for transition from year 6 to secondary school and highlighted several areas which are unclear for parents/carers. Although transition arrangements are the responsibility of the Trafford EHC team, school will:
· Hold a meeting for parents/carers at the end of year 5 to discuss transition to secondary school.
· Contact Trafford to request that a representative comes into the meeting to set out exactly which forms and procedures parents/carers need to follow.
· Create a flowchart of steps for parents/carers with clear deadline dates. 
Hopefully these changes will make transition to secondary school a smoother process. 

Anti-Bullying:

Due to a parent/carer's experiences of another school, they inquired about the anti-bullying policy in school. Helen Bonsall explained our behaviour and anti-bullying policies are available on the school website. A parent stated the positive responses she had experienced with her child at the school and informed the other parents/carers that there was a ‘zero-tolerance’ to bullying. 

It was revealed that our behaviour policy is currently being reviewed to include pupil rights and responsibilities and we will keep parents/carers updated with progress.   

Other:
· Alternative after-school clubs were requested (non-sport related)
· All parents/carers were looking forward to the parent activity afternoons in March after their success last year.
· A parent/carer suggested a parent/carer lunchtime which will be discussed with teachers.
