Non-attendance from parents carers.


Due to the non-attendance of parents/carers, these minutes serve as more of an update of progress from the previous parent meeting. 


Digital home/school communication:
2-way texting: 	After a discussion with the school business manager, it is apparent that due to the limitations of contracts in which we are tied into until 2018, this will have to be an area to revisit in the future. 
Facebook group:	It has been decided that creating a school facebook group is not appropriate for our setting due to the child protection and safeguarding issues in school. We do have a school twitter account (@LPSstretford) which has photos and updates. This is much safer as we can monitor what is posted online much more effectively. If you would like to know any more about twitter or how to join yourself, please feel free to contact Rebecca Wilson.
Learning gateways:	At the previous meeting, several options were suggested by parents/carers for setting up an online portal or cloud for sharing information as a few secondary schools in the area already do. After some investigation, managing this type of resource is a full time job which some school employ an extra admin assistant for (something which as a small primary, we would be unable to do). The main benefit of this resource has been that schools have been able to become ‘paper-free’. Currently, we are not looking into becoming a ‘paper-free’ school as several parents/carers have informed us that it would be an issue for them and would exclude several families from receiving information from us.
	However, we are looking into creating a mailing list for our website. This would mean you could get a direct email every time an event/update was added to the school website. If you are interested in being involved, please pass on your email address to the school office. 
	In the previous meeting Barry Evans mentioned a way of using the cloud. Rebecca Wilson has been in touch with Barry Evans regarding this to investigate further and currently awaiting a response. 

Other updates:

· Information is now shared on both school notice boards, on the school website, through letters sent home and reminder text when appropriate.
We welcome any feedback regarding this and can then address any issues. 
· Reading homework through Bug Club is now fully set up and log ins have been given out to pupils. It is early days but so far the response from pupils/parents/carers and the increase in the amount of homework that is completed is very positive. Pupils also access Bug Club in school. There was an information afternoon regarding Bug Club on 21/11/16 which was open to all parents/carers.
Physical reading books can also be sent home for any child in any class. Free-readers are usually able to choose their own book from the class library if required. 
· Staff are currently discussing the need for more variety in homework tasks and will feed back.
· There have been several events for parents/carers; including a maths workshop, computer skills workshop, Bug Club information, Introduction to Autism and parents evening. Families have also been invited to class tea parties and assemblies if their child is involved. Feedback from all has been very positive.
· Following on from feedback, next half term there will be further events; including an E-safety information session and ADHD information session. We are currently arranging dates with our Educational Psychologist and staff.
