Parent meeting 6-7-16     

Meeting to address any misrepresentations there may be. An opportunity to ask questions and get the correct answers.
Parents have a powerful voice and we want to work together and support each other to help meet the children’s needs.
Issues arising
1. Communication between home and school can be difficult at 9am for pupils arriving with parents. 
2. An ability to answer texts sent from school would be useful -a 2way approach.
3. To look at the different forms of communication eg. Email, Home/school books. More consistent approach throughout the school.
Perhaps more use of digital media eg videos of children from home sent to teachers.
This would depend on what parents want as some are happy with what is available. We need to cater for all families. Some people do not use the internet.
4. Target sheets are often too negative they should also have positive elements. Look at various ways of communication this to parents.
5. To investigate how to use technology with parents where appropriate.
6. A notice board at the front of the school away from front door.
7. Information sessions for parents eg. EHC forms, ADHD, Autism
8. Homework needs to be more diverse perhaps a homework club. Feedback to parents.
9. To introduce family learning opportunities. Parents mornings to explain learning strategies particularly in Maths.
10. Due to most pupils using transport to get to school parents want the opportunity to meet other parents and for pupils to mix and arrange social events within class.
It was suggested that 1 parent from each class be a link for communicating possibilities.  Parent asked about a Facebook page eg Parents @Longford but again not all parents use Facebook so it is important to include all.
11. Events at school were often at short notice.
12. Parents were all willing to be included in future meetings and to meet each half term when we can address issues together.



Mr Taylor discussed The Teaching School and reinforced that the single focus was what is best for our pupils.
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
