	[bookmark: _GoBack]We read every day in school using the Little Wandle Scheme (Big Cat Collins Books) to match the children’s assessed phonic ability. We will be assigning an E-Book to your child each week on a Friday. 
Our Reading Scheme works in the following way; we do 3 reads per week using the Little Wandle Book. 
Day 1 is for Decoding (Segmenting the sounds in words)
Day 2 is for Prosody (Fluency)
Day 3 is for Comprehension (answering questions about the story)
This book will then be assigned to your child so that they can continue reading it with you at home. This is so that they can build up their fluency in reading. 
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
