Year 2 Year 3: Understand concept of a fraction of a shape and quantity. Find fractions of a quantity: ½, ⅓, ¼, ¾, ⅔. Year 4: Divide two-digit numbers by single-digit numbers, just above the 10th multiple with remainders, using written layout. Count in quarters, thirds and tenths saying the equivalent fractions. Find unit fractions and non-unit fraction of amounts. Methods used include empty number lines, chunking and short division. Includes bar model examples.

	SCIENCE
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	Year 2
Living things and their habitats 
To find out about and describe the basic needs of animals, including humans, for survival (water, food and air), by identifying the ways that different animals meet their basic needs. 
Explore and compare the differences between things that are living, dead, and things that have never been alive.
Identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of animals and plants, and how they depend on each other.
Identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats, including micro-habitats.
Describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food.


	
GEOGRAPHY and HISTORY
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	Summer Topic: Locational/place knowledge - Sun, Sea, Sand
Seaside 
Use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to: Key physical features, including: beach, cliff, coast, forest, hill, mountain, sea, ocean, river, soil, valley, vegetation, season and weather. Key human features, including: city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, port, harbour and shop
Geographical skills and fieldwork
Use simple compass directions (north, south, east and west) and locational and directional language [for example, near and far, left and right], to describe the location of features and routes on a map. Draw or make a map of real or imaginary places (e.g. add detail to a sketch map from aerial photograph)
Use and construct basic symbols in a key.
RE – How should we care for others and the world, and why does it matter?
Art – Gustav Klimt – Collage and weaving Children can: 
use a combination of materials that have been cut, torn and glued; sort and arrange materials; add texture by mixing materials; use key vocabulary to demonstrate knowledge and understanding in this strand: collage, squares, gaps, mosaic, features, cut, place, arrange.
