	We will be discussing character descriptions, action/battle scenes and settings.                 
Areas of GAPS focus:
We will be looking at expanded noun phrases (with prepositional phrases) and figurative language.  We will also learn to use a relative clauses and use adverbs 
We will be writing with  varied sentence openers and using dialogue to convey action and develop characters.  
Areas of Writing Focus:
We will be identifying the audience for and the purpose of writing.  We will look at how to use figurative language to create visual imagery.  We will use dialogue to convey character and action in narrative.
We will write in paragraphs which can clearly signal a change in subject, time, place or event and we will use a range of sentence starters to create specific effects.

	Statistics
We will learn to create and interpret pictograms, bar charts and tables.  Some of us will also look at using charts to calculate comparison, sum and difference.

Time
We will look at months and years and how many hours in a day.  We will be abe to tell the time to 5 minutes and to the minute.  We will use a.m. and p.m and the 24-hour clock.  The children will learn how to find the duration, comparing durations and calculate start and end times.  Children will also learn how to measure time in seconds.
Some of us will also learn how to convert analogue to digital.

	Earth and Space
[bookmark: _heading=h.d7pfaxjlfbum]Children will continue with their Space topic at the beginning of this half term, continuing to learn about the Solar System and looking at the phases of the moon and explaining what causes them.
