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	This half term we will be working on our Concepts About Print (CAP) whilst settling into life in reception. 

We will be learning about ourselves through a range of texts. 

The Colour Monster – We will read the story and learn about our zones of regulation. We will do an emotional check in each day and will design our own monsters using a range of materials in the colour that best suits our feelings. 

Marvellous me – We will read the story and learn about our similarities and differences then draw pictures of our families and talk about where we live and who lives with us.  

I like bees, I don’t like honey – We will read the story and draw pictures of things we like and dislike and talk about why

Handa’s Surprise – We will read the story and talk about our favourite fruits. We will taste our own fruits and draw a picture of our favourite. We will use the story to talk about characters and will choose our favourite character from the story then make marks in our book to show this.

We will be; matching, sorting and comparing amounts
We will be beginning to learn about different measurements such as height.

We will use our tongues to taste a range of different foods that are one of the four; sweet, salty, sour or bitter. 
We will play ‘Kim’s game’ to test our sense of sight and our memory.
