	SCIENCE
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	Year 1 - Plants 
Explore different types of fruit and how they are grown. 

Identify and describe the functions of different parts of flowering plants: roots, stem/trunk, leaves and flowers.
Explore the requirements of plants for life and growth (air, light, water, nutrients from soil, and room to grow).
Observe over time how much a plant grows.
Explore and discuss the function of pollen and pollination  for plants.
