	Autumn  Year Three
Place value – numbers to 1000

Addition and Subtraction
Year 3: Understand concept of a fraction of a shape and quantity. Find fractions of a quantity: ½, ⅓, ¼, ¾, ⅔. Year 4: Divide two-digit numbers by single-digit numbers, just above the 10th multiple with remainders, using written layout. Count in quarters, thirds and tenths saying the equivalent fractions. Find unit fractions and non-unit fraction of amounts. Methods used include empty number lines, chunking and short division. Includes bar model examples.

	SCIENCE
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	 Year 2
Identify and describe the basic structure of a variety of common flowering plants, including trees. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants.
Find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.

	GEOGRAPHY 
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	Topic: You’re Great Britain! 
We will be learning about the world around us.
· Using world maps, atlases and globes to identify the United Kingdom and its countries as well as countries, continents and oceans. 
· Use simple compass directions (N, S, E and W)
· Use aerial photographs to recognise landmarks and basic human and physical features.
